Budget: Overall budget we are $3,200 over budget at this point.  The total expense $14,138.70 and revenue of $10,992.87.  We have approximately $16, 000 in checking and $124,000 in certificate of deposit. 

QMP Update: (Updated plan is attached to the minutes)  All items are complete or on track except for the education programs commitment for this year.  The home page of the web site allows for entry of contact information to add potential members receive information from just our section. 

Education Courses: Working with Merrimack Valley section to have a join education program.  Reached out to the Old Colony section Chair and will see about talking to the education chair to see if they are interested in doing a joint program.  David Treffs is prepared for 12 April  – 01 Jun to teach a Six Sigma Green Belt course.  The cost and location is still to be determined. 
Website/ Newsletter:  The web company has confirmed receipt of the first payment.  Fehmida will be following up with the we designer to firm up dates for deliverables.  Requested to have the schedule communicated to the LT team and include time for review of the site by the committee to provide feedback.  The newsletter is almost ready to be sent out.  Planning to set up a Boston ASQ Linkedin site.
