Once updated we will move forward to UAT testing of the site to go live in April.  The second payment has been made and the final payment will be made on the section’s approval of the website. For testing the site will be broken into sections and assign people to go into the different areas.  Agreement to have Nina upload the LT content with Valerie to help with the layout. 

Officer Elections:  The list of officers is posted on the ASQ Boston website for the acclamation of the slate of officers.  The 18 March 10 meeting will have the elections at 6:45pm.  The appointed positions will be announced after the elections are certified. 

BOSCON:  80 people are registered and the Leadership Team should register under the Committee/ Speaker option. here are 2 exhibitors and 2 advertisers so far.  We are hoping for 140 – 170 people. Treasurer Report:  Currently -$5,000 due to the prepayment of fees for BOSCON.  The Chair have spent over the $1,200 budget due to prepayment of the World Conference for Valerie Whelan. Arrangements on target so far for the year.  Made $800 in dinner meetings and there is nothing for nominating and awards. We are seeing a drop in membership payments from headquarters we may be a couple of thousand in the red. 

QMP:  We are close to achieving level 2 recognition at the moment we are struggling with the education program.  

Education: David Treffs will be presenting Green Belt training in April for Analog with approximately 20 people which will be a profit of approximately $3,000.  Arnie and Theresa worked with Len have a Mass Excellence abbreviated training class.  Intertek has a program 2 day course in a box that we can offer to our members at $1000 per person.  The 5S store have a collaborative to offer a 5S 1 day workshop. 

Rules of order:  Business is voted on, only decisions require a motion.  The sequence of events cause a motion and the chair restates the motion and offers it for discussion and then a vote to approve the motion. 

Joint Meeting:  54 people attended the meeting and was a success.  They have an established meeting and the ability to get people involved and attending.  There were 3 people we have talked to who are interested in volunteering.  Hope to do this again next year again.
